Tibshelf  Village Hall Awarded 

£20,000 from National Lottery  

 

We are delighted to inform you 

that Tibshelf Village Hall has been 

awarded ¾20,000 by the National 

Lottery Community Fund for 

essential repairs to the Hall®s floor 

 

A ¾20,000 grant application was 

made by ofĜce staff to the 

Awards for All England funding 

programme of the National 

Lottery Community Fund and 

explained that the Village Hall 

floor was in need of urgent repair.  

Over the past two years, mounds 

have been forced up under the 

flooring, making areas of the floor 

unsafe to use.  Initially, each 

instance would result in a costly 

repair, but we were advised that it 

would keep happening and the 

whole floor®s foundation needed 

to be replaced. 

The Village Hall management 

committee was thrilled to be 

informed on 9th January that the 

application had been successful 

and the charity, along with the 

Parish Council, would not need to 

fund this from their own budgets. 

The repairs will occur from 

Tuesday 2nd April for 3-weeks to 

coincide with the Easter holidays 

and minimise disruption to regular 

user groups and bookings.

Tibshelf Parish Council has voted to create 

a Neighbourhood Watch that covers the 

whole of the Parish of Tibshelf. You can 

sign up as a member to get involved! 

 

At a meeting on Tuesday 12th December 2023, 

Tibshelf Parish Councillors voted to establish a 

parish-wide Neighbourhood Watch scheme in a 

bid to help tackle anti-social behaviour, improve 

links with the police and provide the community 

with an increased feeling of safety. 

Neighbourhood Watches are found throughout the 

country and can function as an important 

community forum to discuss crime and work with 

the police on Ĝnding solutions. Members can also 

receive important crime-Ĝghting information, 

attend meetings and help keep a watchful eye on 

the local area. 

Facilitated by Tibshelf Parish Council, the Watch 

will be governed by the Neighbourhood Watch 

Working Party that will hold quarterly meetings 

throughout the year. The Ĝrst meeting will be held:  

Tuesday 13th February 2024  -  7pm             

Meeting Room behind the Village Hall 

To sign up as a member of the Neighbourhood 

Watch scheme, you can either: 1. complete the 

sign-up form on the front page of our website and 

email it to cpo@tibshelfparishcouncil.gov.uk or 

drop off at the Parish OfĜce, 2. call in to the Parish 

OfĜce for a physical copy, or 3. sign-up online 

through the Neighbourhood Watch website (linked 

also on our website). Our scheme is ofĜcially 

called ­Tibshelf Neighbourhood Watch (Parish 

Council)®.  

REMEDI 

In addition to the Neighbourhood Watch, Tibshelf 

Parish Council will be working with the restorative 

justice organisation Remedi. They are one of the 

leading youth justice providers and will work with 

the Parish Council and new Watch to come up 

with restorative tasks around the village to allow a 

young person to repair the damage they have 

caused in the community. Any young person 

would be accompanied by adult professionals and 

could work on tasks such as litter picking and 

conservation projects.

At Tibshelf  Parish Council  

Tibshelf Parish Council meetings are the main way 

decisions get made, and in this section of the 

newsletter, we®d like to keep you informed of what 

is discussed. 

¶ The Parish Council agreed to meet with 

Remedi to explore potential projects in 

Tibshelf 

¶ 99 responses had been received for the 

S.106 projects survey and these were 

considered by the Working Party 

¶ Tibshelf Neighbourhood Watch was 

created and the Ĝrst meeting would take 

place on 13th February 

¶ The council agreed to sign up to the Local 

Council Awards Scheme and apply for the 

Foundation Award. 

¶ ¾200 was donated to the Church for the 

Christmas Tree Festival 

¶ The Parish Council®s Council Plan was 

approved, which would be reviewed each 

month as tasks get completed and added. 

¶ The ¾1000 warm bank grant from 

Derbyshire County Council was noted and 

¾200 would be used on hot food. 

¶ A Parish Council quarterly surgery was 

approved. 

¶ The Communications Strategy was 

renewed for a further 3 years, 2023-2026. 

¶ The Clerk would request that all dogs be 

banned on the Sheltand Road Recreation 

Ground following the PSPO consultation. 

¶ It was agreed to create a list of willing 

volunteers to help with Parish Council 

events 

¶ The Parish Council®s Emergency Plan was 

approved and a request would be made to 

residents to help compile a community 

resources register 

¶ A budget of ¾500 was agreed to put on the 

D-Day afternoon tea party for the over 65s 

on 6th June. 

¶ A donation of ¾20,000 by the National 

Lottery Community Fund was noted 

¶ The S.106 Projects Working Party®s 

recommendations to install additional play 

equipment outside of the Play Area, and 

replace and update equipment inside were 

approved. 

¶ It was agreed to donate ¾40 to each 

Church Lights volunteer who put up and 

took down this year®s display 

¶ The Warm Bank to consider wider

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Tibshelf  Parish Council is happy to report 

we have received three grants to help us 

provide the Warm Space and tackle anti-

social behaviour in the village 

On the 25th October, the Parish Council was 

awarded ¾5,000 by the Derbyshire Police and 

Crime Commissioner®s Anti-Social Behaviour 

scheme to help fund an expanded Extreme 

Wheels programme.  

We hope to offer a 29-week programme with 

daytime and evening sessions to help provide 

children activities throughout the year. More 

details will be provided in due course once 

agreed with Extreme Wheels organisers. 

The Parish Council also received ¾1,000 from 

the Free Masons and another ¾1,000 from 

Derbyshire County Council to help fund the re-

started Warm Spaces this winter. 

The grants will be used to provide attendees with 

warm meals³partly supplied by Deakins 

butchers³and other running costs associated 

with providing a warm bank for the community.
