The story sofar..

It's been nearly five years since a Steering
Group, made up of members of the public and
parish councillors, started work on formulating a
Neighbourhood Plan for Tibshelf. They have consulted
with Derbyshire Wildlife Trust, Bolsover District
Council, Derbyshire County Council and Staffa Health
as well as the public.

What the Plan covers

The Plan contains policies on a number of
subjects including:

@ Protection of local green spaces
and important views

@ Biodiversity and nature conservation

@ Housing mix, affordable housing and
long term empty properties

@ Building design principles both in and
out of the conservation area

@ Conserving character buildings of
local heritage interest

@ Protection of employment sites, home
working and local jobs

@ The village centre, shopping mix and the
design of shop fronts
@ Community facilities

@ Transport (including LEVs), highway safety
and parking.

The Plan itself is made up of 62 pages packed full
of policies and background data. This is backed up
with Supporting Evidence documents and appendices
amounting to an additional 170 pages of information.

The Regulation 14 Consultation Period

Back in February the Parish Council approved
the Plan and decided to move it on to the next
phase - the Requlation 14 stage. This is 3 mandatory
timescale in which the Parish Council consult with
statutory bodies and anyone else they think should be
given the opportunity to comment on the Draft Plan.
The period designated was from 1 June to 28 July
2022 and over 70 consultees have been approached.

Members of the public were also encouraged
to comment. There were open house days and
appointment only days to enable interested parties to
view the Plan and have an opportunity to comment.

Tibshelf - the First in Bolsover

Over 2,700 councils nationwide have made, or
are at various stages of making, a Neighbourhood
Plan and Tibshelf is the first parish in the district
of Bolsover to engage in the process of making a
Neighbourhood Plan.

The Future

The next phase is the Regulation 16 stage and
is the responsibility of Bolsover District Council
who will publicise the plan and arrange for an
independent examination. This will consider
whether the Neighbourhood Plan meets the
basic conditions and other legal requirements.
If successful at the examination stage then
Bolsover DC will arrange for a Neighbourhood Plan
Referendum. If there is a majority yes vote, then
the Neighbourhood Plan is made and becomes part
of the statutory development plan for the area,
hopefully later this year.

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LIVING MEMORIES

Earlier this year, the Tibshelf Local History and Civic Society embarked on a new project funded by the National
Lottery. We have called this the Living Memories Project. We have realised that down the years many
memories of Tibshelfs past have been lost in time; memories of the Second World War, the 1947 and 1963
winters, the Flower Show, past Carnivals etc., although some may still remain. The recording of these
memories will build a picture of Tibshelfs past for future generations to read about and enjoy. Just think if this
had been done in Victorian times how interesting it would have been to read about the conditions the folk of
Tibshelf lived under 150 years ago, the food they ate, the entertainments they enjoyed, their hobbies and
leisure activities, their employment. The list is endless. We are now attempting to provide such memories from
the 20th Century for those who follow in the decades to come, but we need your help.

We have held regular monthly Living Memories get togethers since the beginning of the year and have covered
a wide variety of subjects both relevant to Tibshelf specifically and those of a wider regional and national
interest. At our last meeting on 30th July we no doubt provoked the memories of those who were children before
the 1960s, when we would watch our mums toil all day Monday, over the mangle and ponch tub, and then hang the
clothes out to dry (if it wasn't raining). In those days, dad hadn't thought it a good idea to help.

The Living Memories project also involves collecting personal memories of Tibshelf people so we would love
you to come along so we can do just that. Don't worry, we wont be divulging our sources so your secre ts are
safe with us.

Tea and coffee is served throughout these sessions with a generous (Deakins ) buffet available mid session.

So come along for a friendly get together. Already, people have re-acquainted themselves with old friends.
